· All homework shall be graded according to the “Homework Rubric” (click here).

· Three-day chapter assignments and any multi-day work, shall count as 1/5 of a test. 

· For full credit, homework will be accepted on the due date only.

· Late work will be accepted up to five weeks after the end of the quarter (please see “Power of I” policy), with a five point per-day penalty (school days only).  Maximum penalty is twenty points per assignment.

· If you are unhappy with a grade, or do not understand the grade on an assignment, please let me know.  If a mistake was made, I would be happy to correct it.

· Not understanding the assignment is no excuse for skipping the assignment.  Extra help is available on a weekly basis.  Late penalties will not be charged when a student has trouble with the assignment, AND comes for extra help with the assignment.

· If you are absent the day an assignment is due, there will be no penalty, as long as the assignment is turned in on your first day back to school.  After that, the penalties begin.
